

Leganto Reading Lists Phrase Bank
Students will benefit if you explain the purpose of your reading list, your expectations for their reading and other advice around use of resources. Students may consider the list to contain all the reading that is required of them and not stray beyond it. Alternatively, they may believe they need to read everything on the list and struggle with feeling overwhelmed.
Add descriptions to sections within your Leganto list and tailor your comments to the level of study. Try to set a friendly tone while clearly communicating expectations around use of the list’s contents.

Top of the List – Setting the Scene in your First Section

· This reading list may seem daunting but the guidance notes should help you navigate the list…
· Reading is a key part of your independent study and it is important you complete the weekly reading listed below…
· We do not expect you to read every item on this reading list – use the guidance notes to help you understand when books and other resources might be useful to you.
· Do not try to read every item on this reading list.  Books and journal articles are tagged Essential, Recommended or Wider reading so prioritise the Essential items to begin with and then consult the other sources as required.
· This list is organised into themed sections which match the different assignment questions. You only need to concentrate on the materials for your chosen topic.
· We have added guidance notes to this list to help you navigate your way through your reading for this module.  A good place to start your reading would be text X and text Y…
· These resources are key to the module, so you are expected to read and refer to the three ‘essential texts’ in your assignment, using the ‘recommended reading’ texts to further develop your knowledge, understanding and critique…
· This reading list is made up of a range of materials including books, journal articles and websites.  You will find that most items are available for you to read online.  Some books are made available as print copies in the Library – see Using the Library for help. 
· At level 6 you should view your reading list as a springboard for your own research into this topic.  Use the items recommended below but use LibrarySearch to find additional resources for your assignment and also explore your subject databases [Academics: add link to your subject resources page, find via https://www.wlv.ac.uk/lib/resources ]

Using ‘Note for Students’ on Citations – Books, Journal Articles etc.

Here are some real-life examples of citations with a ‘Note for students’ which can help students navigating your list. Feel free to adapt them for your own purposes. 
· This is a highly recommended text which provides a useful overview to the topic.
· This book provides a good introduction to the topic. Focus on Chapters X, X, and X
· Focus on chapter 8 ‘Reflective Practice’.
· Read the short section on Effective reading and note-making, pp. 217-219.
· This text introduces the core theory used in Week 5’s seminar.
· This journal article introduces the core theory discussed in week 6 and will help you understand the debates XXX
· Chapters 4 and 5 are especially relevant for the essay question on XXX.
· This article is directly relevant to your first assignment; ensure you understand the central arguments. 
· This author is a leading expert in the field; consider reading her other works for deeper insight.
· Compare this author’s view with Smith (2020) on this topic.
· This is an alternative book that maybe helpful when considering XXX aspects of the module.
· This is a key journal for your course. Dip into it regularly for the latest articles.
· This is a comprehensive subject research database that provides access to hundreds of full‑text journals.
· This is the Professional body representing XXX. It is a great way to keep up to date with developments in the field.
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
