By working in 
partnership with the University of Wolverhampton 
and a recent graduate to lead the project, 
businesses can take their organisation to the next 
level by instilling change, launching new products,  
or revolutionising the marketplace.

-	 small and medium-sized enterprises contribute 
around one-third of the project costs.

-	 large businesses contribute about half of the  
project costs.
